From the Pastor’s Council, Site Pastors, and Ministry Leaders to our Network 
and Life Group Leaders, our people are being guided and mentored by godly men and 
women.

I also want to express my heartfelt gratitude to our staff team—my daily teammates—who 
faithfully handle the day-to-day operations of our multi-site church family.
